Many of you were at the WAEYC Conference this fall.  As often happens in Early Childhood 

Education, and life itself, things didn’t go exactly as planned.  Janice Smestad, an early 

childhood teacher for more than 30 years, stepped in and offered some thoughts on 

Communicating with Parents and Professionals.   

 

Janice Smestad of Empathy Associates, LTD has been living and working on Long Island since 

graduating many years ago from Buffalo State College with a degree in Special Education 

and a concentration in Learning and Behavior Disorders. 

 

Janice has worked in a wide variety of settings.  She has been a lifeguard at a residential 

treatment center, a child care worker, a classroom teacher, a SEIT (Special Education Itinerant 

Teacher) and a school district consultant, just to name a few.  These varied experiences have 

allowed her to learn from many brilliant people and learn how to build working relationships 

with people from many diverse backgrounds.  She has also had to work in situations that were 

less than ideal.   

 

Her greatest joy is now training teachers and parents through her agency, Empathy 

Associates.  She presented at the NAEYC conference in Dallas this fall and has presenting at 

the NYSAEYC conference every year for the last few years.  Janice has worked with many 

schools and school districts as a consultant in classrooms and with families. 

 

Janice knows from her own experiences what it is like to care for children with the best of 

intentions, but inadequate support, materials, or training.  In education today, most of us are 

working with increased expectations from regulating agencies.

The Linda Lattimer scholarships were established to honor the memory of Linda Fraser 
Lattimer who was the founding director of the Purchase College Children’s Center.  The 
purpose of the award is to make professional education in the field of early childhood more 
readily available to WAEYC members currently working in the field of Early Childhood 
Education. 
 
Application Process: 

 Grants are a one time award given as financial assistance for tuition costs for full or part 
time study of early childhood education. 

 Grants will be awarded to students enrolled in programs leading to CDA, Child Care 
Certification, AA, BA/BS, MA/MS, and EdD/PhD credentials. 

 WAEYC will award a minimum of 2 CDA Scholarships and 2 undergraduate/graduate or 
doctoral programs, depending on applications received. 

 Awards will be up to $1500 per recipient. 

 Completed applications must be postmarked by February 28, 2009. 

 Recipients will be notified by April 3, 2009. 

 Awards will be presented at the WAEYC Annual Membership Dinner in May 11, 2009. 

 Proof of course registration and full payment is required. 
 
Eligibility: 

 Applicant must work with children (teacher, assistant, aide, or director) in a Westchester 
County early childhood program serving infants, toddlers, preschoolers and/or K 
through 3rd grade students. 

 Applicant must be a member of WAEYC at time of application.  You may join WAEYC 
as you apply.
